A busy fortnight with an enjoyable trip for some of our KS1 children to Thirsk School to take part in a Multiskills
sports event. The children were fantastic, showed great sportsmanship and all came home with medals!

This week our Year 6 children have had their KS2 SATS. A definite highlight has been their special breakfast club and
then warming themselves up with some daily meditation and quick-fire activities, before knuckling down to show off
all their learning. They have really been a credit to themselves and the school. Top work Year 6’s!
